Cables must be fixed every 400 mm, plan attachment material. In places where fastening is not
possible, a scuff guard must be fitted.

Openly laid cables (e.g. inflatable boat) must be protected with chafing protection,

plan sufficient material.

When planning, please note not to bundle power cables with data or antenna cables

(e.g. radios) for other loads.

Observe the minimum bending radius of the cables when planning.

If a second earthed onboard power system is available, ensure that both systems use a common
earthing point.

Live parts must be fitted or installed with protection against accidental contact; the necessary
installation space must be taken into account during the planning stage.
